Located on the equator in West Africa, the country of Gabon has been described by the National Geographic as ‘the last Eden’; such is its outstanding beauty. 70% of its landmass is rainforest, harbouring some of the most beautiful and rare species of animals and plants on the planet.

The government of Gabon has become increasingly interested in conservation and as a result has declared over 10% of Gabon as national park. One such park is the Loango National Park. It is here that Africa's Eden has developed a safari experience "for the passionate traveller", working on the concept that tourism pays for conservation it has now become one of the best examples of Eco-Tourism in the world.

It is this Eco-Tourism drive that inspired the creation of Go Gabon in association with Africa’s Eden. We hope to raise awareness of Gabon’s outstanding beauty and avant-garde eco-tourist resorts through artistic impressions of the Loango region.
Go Gabon will be hosting an exhibition at Gallery 54, Shepherd's Market, Mayfair in  London from 13th to 19th September 2010 displaying around 40 dynamic pieces of the wildlife encountered by artist Davina Bosanquet during her time in Gabon.  A percentage of the proceeds from Davina’s work will go to Africa's Eden.

Davina Bosanquet is an up and coming artist whose recognition within the industry as a wildlife painter is continuing to gather pace.  To name only the most recent achievements, Davina won “Wildlife in Action” at the Wildlife Artist of the Year 2010; progressing from the Highly Commended she received the year before and has been taken on by Lloyds TSB as one of the Young Artists for the British Olympics 2012. She has also won several awards for her equestrian paintings.
